Various
papers have been introduced in the department for students through which they can get career
opportunities in areas like Indian Ontology and Epistemology, Aesthetics and Indian Theatre,
Sanskrit media, Computer Awareness, Basic Elements of Ayurveda, Acting and Script Writing
etc. Our faculty members also encourage fluency in speaking the language so that students can
understand our scriptures to enhance their knowledge.

Crore and 50 Lac words) in its vocabulary, which is much greater than that of any other
language in the world. In future there is more scope of use of Sanskrit in computers and
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technology. (In last year’s file this was in the previous section. Please note for translation.)The
students who opt for Sanskrit find various career opportunities in different research oriented
fields. Furthermore, options of teaching such as Professorship, lectureship and school teaching
in the same subject are the most likely career opportunities for students. The course relates to
different historical backgrounds of Sanskrit-based literature. The course also provides an
excellent form of exposure to the various kinds of generations along with its different historical
backgrounds. ‘After graduating in Sanskrit, students can also opt for bank jobs, become
translators, work in museums, libraries, become newsreaders and even go for civil services.
Library science, water conservation, archaeology, environmental science and media are
becoming the preferred choices of Sanskrit students.

and other financial institutions, Academic and administrative posts in ldeological/ Sanskrit /
