The light was on in her
bedroom only. Just like it had been at 2 a.m. She sat there, praying, as the sun rose, and welcomed it with chai. The
wrinkles on her hands matched the crinkly malai of her cup of chai, both waiting to be plucked out of their worlds of
origin. With shaky breaths and a defeated sigh, her old asthmatic lungs took in the polluted Delhi air with much
resistance, as she took a sip from shivering lips, shivering not from cold but fatigue, or maybe both. She turned her
neck and gave me a toothless smile, inviting me to join her. | politely declined. | did not drink chai. As | left her door
frame, | saw how her wrinkles near the mouth gave a silhouette of a smile in the dimly lit room. Her wrinkles were
somehow holding onto happiness that her heart had long ago let go. | never thought wrinkles could be pretty, much
less happy.

But this house was not just noisy, it was clean as a freshly set hospital bed, only it smelled better. Every day its large
wooden cabinets were stripped naked of their possessions, to clean, declutter, and arrange already clean, de-cluttered,
and repeatedly arranged crockery, cutlery, souvenirs, and belongings. This old woman with shivering hands and a
stooping gait took painstaking measures to keep her house clean, often accompanied by violent exchanges of words
between her and her maids.

By mid-day, | had already experienced a religious epiphany, a noisy sunrise, a fight full of Punjabi slurs resolved on
its own, and had still not felt so out of place than when I had to go sit for lunch in her room. She did own a dining
table, only it was draped in beautiful lacey cover-alls and never used. The dining tables were for families. And hers
was dead. Her dining table was a mausoleum, so she ate in her bed. And | sat beside her in a wooden chair, with the
victory vase that the fight broke over, accompanying my meal of dal, rice, and cauliflower. The food tasted great,
especially the mango pickle. Mom had told me it was her specialty. She kept offering me more rice; it was her way
of showing her love towards me. After all, | am her granddaughter, the only catch being we were, since my 20 years
of existence, meeting for the first time. And | could see my mom smiling at me, from our condo back in Seattle, sitting
on the sofa covered in rugs that she upcycled from sweaters my grandmother had knit, ones she didn’t know my mom
had stolen the night she ran from her home when she was my age. And while | took in the profound fragility of this
situation, | kept staring at the vase.

She eventually noticed and broke her silence, almost croaking in her raspy voice that it was one of the last remnants
she had, of her family, her life from where she originally belonged, what land lay today in Pakistan, that was her
home.

She told me when her mother had run away from her house with her
daughters, in the middle of the night, this is what they carried, all the food and belongings and money and jewelry,
they kept in it. It was all left of their existence. And from this magic pot, her mom built a life for her girls in a foreign
land, when their dad died mid-journey. Her mother worked, and as a widow, she was wise and respected, for her
father was a respectable man. And so, when the eldest daughter decided not to marry and support the family by
teaching in a school, no one questioned her because her father was a respectable man. So my grandmother was married
off to another respectable man at the age of fourteen. The family needed men. And grandmother built a home for her
husband and children. That is what she knows how to do. And she did not know why her 5-year-old son died of a
fever one night. She did not know why her only daughter, my mother, ran away. She thought it was her deeds of past
life catching up, and she had much repenting to do for them. She did however pray for my mother’s well-being every

day. That is what she was doing when | saw her early in the morning. It's strange but my mom would always wake up
at the very same hour every night screaming maa. | guess they both have their own ways of caring for each other. We
ate in silence after that. But we ate with a smile, in an understanding and acceptance that was beyond words to convey.
And the lunch was not awkward anymore. The land did not feel as foreign as it did when | first landed. It felt like
ghar.

My mother is not a bad woman, she has taken good care of me. Only good daughters make good mothers. But good
was not enough for her. She wanted to see the world, the world that she fervently read about in books her respectable
father bought for her. And she always felt stifled in churidars and kurtas. She wanted flowy skirts. But respectable
girls covered their bodies. She felt all her choking was because of the chunnis and her mother’s rules. She did the
disrespectful thing and ran away. She ran away, to Mumbai. And then to the USA. While changing continents, the
meaning of respectful changed too. And she did not feel disrespectful marrying a man from a different religion. She
still has anxiety and trouble sleeping. So running away was not a cure after all, and her anti-anxiety meds can only
cure the symptoms, not the cause. But she still makes amazing phirni and bhature. And she has my grandmother’s
smile, now | know. | hope her smile also remembers to keep holding happiness. It has been five years since my father
died of cancer. And the same amount of time | have been sober and recovering. Happy has not been her mojo lately.
And | wanted to help her, but I did not know where to start. So | came back to the very beginning. Generational trauma
breaks families, it breaks our humanity. And whatever sense we can make of it, we deal with it in ways we understand.
Some rigorously clean, some choose forbidden love and run away, some take to crack. But every day, we chip pieces
of ourselves and gather them in ancestral vases, catching dust. But those broken pieces are a good place to start
building again. And tomorrow when | go back, | can tell my mom, she is going to have a beautiful smile when she
gets 80 or something. And that her habit of Ghar Ko Saaf Rakhna is not an original Dr. Monica Batra Qureshi. She
borrowed it from her mom.

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INTERVIEW

Vanshika Gupta in conversation with Anjum Hasan at Jaipur Literature Festival, 2024
Book: History’s Angel
Author: Anjum Hasan,

Indian novelist, short story writer, poet, and editor.
Publisher: Bloomsbury India, 2019

How much do you think your life was associated with writing your book? To make it simple how much of
History’s Angel influenced your life and the book come into your life?

Very little because | am not a Delhi person and neither a school teacher of history. So, | think | was trying to write
about someone very unlike me. Alif has stayed in Delhi all his life, is very interested in history, is a family man, and
in many ways different from me. But the thing about life is you can understand it in two ways; one is the details of
your life, the biodata, but also as something that is just happening around you all the time. In that sense, one can live
the life of a character even if they are not the character. | am writing the character even when | am not in Delhi, but
everything that’s happening around me, wherever I am, is spread into the novel. And I don’t mean to say any specific
events, but just like one's thoughts, one's observations, all that goes into writing fiction. So, to be open to life is one
sort of research and preparation. The others are also technical kinds, to go and research to walk on streets. To me, in
both senses, it is important for life.

How much of your character-building was influenced by your travels to Delhi? How much time did you spend
in Delhi for the book?

I've been visiting for a long time and it's not a strange place to me. A lot of people, almost everyone has been to Delhi
at some point. It is the capital and there are reasons to go there. | have never lived there or studied there. But | have
always been fascinated with old Delhi and some of the Mughal architecture. I love the old part of Delhi, the old
monuments, those are well preserved. I did read some books about Delhi from other perspectives. There are so many
good writings on Delhi, on historical monuments. We have many authors at this festival, whose work on Delhi is
something I love, for instance, Sam Miller’s Delhi: Adventures in a Mega City, Rana Dasgupta’s Capital: The
Eruption of Delhi, William Dalrymple’s works about Delhi, and many others. | was not however directly borrowing
anything but all that reading somehow went into my subconscious and came out in certain ways.

What apart from books and travel helped in creating the novel? Maybe a film that influenced it?

I am not a film person. I don’t watch too many films and it's not my field. I enjoy cinema but I am not addicted or
obsessed with it. And I don’t use it as a source. Photographs however helped me. | am writing about a monument |

may have visited and don’t have photographs of; I look up at the photographs. Photography of old Delhi helped me.
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| travelled a lot, but sometimes you need something to imagine. So, more photography than cinema; hence,

photography, books, and travel.

The book is set in 2019, the pre-COVID period. Were there any socio-political events that influenced

your book?

These events are already there in the environment and written about and covered by the media. | didn't want to write
about it as a political report. I wanted to do a character who is very mild and doesn’t take strong political positions,

someone who is not willing to become a victim of islamophobia, and doesn’t want to take on the otherness and wants
to be his person. The protagonist doesn’t want to constantly be telling his family about Muslims being vilified but
wants to have conversations about other things. But at the same time, he is put in a difficult position. He just wants to
live his life and doesn’t want to get into politics but is forced to because of who he is. Because he happens to be
Muslim, he happens to be teaching history, and he happens to twist the ear of that boy. But I didn’t want to set up a

political character. I don’t study politics and I don’t read much about it. My question is, when does politics become
part of everyday life that it starts to influence everyday action? | am not so interested in politics. However, some
people and characters want to talk about it. It's something they are constantly thinking about and discussing. Alif
prefers talking about history rather than day-to-day politics. He takes a long view on the Mughals, and the Delhi
Sultanate and doesn’t want to be reduced to be a political figure. But like | said, there is a point when an ordinary man
can’t escape the politics of the day.

Were there any clashes in your structuring of history and the mentions of the events concerning the

publisher and the editor?

Interestingly, I didn’t have to censor anything. | got good feedback in terms of the language, the style, and the
characters. They said that how one character needs more work, hasn’t been developed, and needs more space for the
character. There was one scene where they felt that there was not enough happening around to make it a good scene.
But at no point, | was asked to cut any of it because it could be provocative or controversial. | never got that.

How did you keep up with the deadlines with the publishers considering your writing process?

I missed several deadlines. | am an old hand and this is my 7th book. I have been working in this industry for a long
time. A certain discipline is however needed. | am somebody who writes every day and does as much as I can. I don’t
always meet my deadlines but usually I do. The book got delayed by half a year but in the long run that doesn’t matter
so much. To me, deadlines are not so important because in the long run who’s going to remember whether the book
came out in 2020 or 2025? And 5 years from now it is sort of irrelevant. It must be published and edited with care. Of
course, if I keep missing my deadlines, my published will abandon me so | must take it seriously. I think the only way
to do it is to write every day and keep going.

Could we by any chance categorize this a literary historical fiction?

At some point, the publisher would say yes. Like I said, | am an old hand. I have been reading and writing my whole
life. But I have also had jobs because you cannot live on literary fiction. But those jobs too were literary. | was a book
editor for more than 10 years and before that, | worked in an arts foundation that also involved writing about artists.
I've always been a writer and like they say, it’s been a muscle. And if you keep writing every day, you will develop a
better and better style unless you are doing content writing because the soul is not involved. But for me, my soul is
involved in writing. This book is an attempt to write beautifully about something which can be very dry. And we need
beauty, we can't live without it. People need to expand their consciousness towards richness in the language and the
real experience.
